From Route 8 Southbound: Take Exit 24 on 
Route 8 onto North Main Street. Turn right at 
the end of ramp.  Firehouse is approximately 
100 feet on the right.  
 
From Route 42 Eastbound (From Southbury 
and Oxford):  Pass under Route 8 overpass.  
Route 42 expands into four lanes.  Stay on four 
lane road (South Main Street).  Firehouse is on 
the left one mile from the Route 8 overpass.
