


















To Whom It May Concern: 
 
Below are my proposals for the 2010-2013 RTIP (public comments).   Please consider the 

following: 
  
Left Turn Lanes on Route 63 @ Rubber Ave in Naugatuck: I would add left turn lanes at the 
Route 63 intersection with Rubber Ave in Naugatuck because a lot of people turn from Route 63 
North left onto Rubber Ave.  Currently, there is no left turn lane painted and this leads to 

confusion among drivers because you never know who is turning left or going straight.   
This also would be easy to correct because there is a wide shoulder meaning Rte 63 is wide 
enough to re stripe the lanes to add in a left turn lane for Rte 63 North & South with out any 
widening. 
 

Added Left-Turn Lanes or Two-Way Left-Turn Lane on Route 63 (New Haven Rd) in Naugatuck: 
Since there is quite a bit of commercial building on the road which leads to people making left 
turns, I would consider adding a "center turn lane" or “two-way left-turn lane” in the middle of the 
road just south of the Cross St/plaza interchange down to Horton Hill Rd.  "Dedicated left turn 
lanes" would be painted at bigger intersections such as Horton Hill Rd & Osborn Rd.  Also a left 

turn lane could be striped for Clark Rd, since that is a main route to Prospect. 
  
I think this would be an easy item to implement because Route 63 is already wide enough to 
handle 3 lanes of traffic.  Currently there are wide shoulders in place.  All you would have to do is 
re-stripe the road and add "Center Turn Lane" signage without any or much widening.  This would 

cut down on rear-end accidents from people making left turns from the through lane of traffic.  It 
would also improve the flow of traffic because people making left turns will be in the center lane.  
The center turn lane is widely used in other states & on the Boston Post Rd (US 1) in Orange.   
   
Route 8 in Naugatuck (elevated portion):  The elevated portion of route 8 should be reconfigured 

to extend the on & off ramps in the area particularly Exit 26, Exit 27 & Exit 28.  The on & off 
ramps aren't long enough leading to dangerous weaving of traffic.  Route 8 should be upgraded 
to interstate standards with at least a right hand shoulder at least 10 feet wide.  On the elevated 
parts there is no inside or outside shoulder. 
  

Route 63 (Straights Tpke) Watertown:  Same as above on New Haven Rd, north of Stop & Shop 
by the Volkswagon dealership up to Bunker Hill Rd, there are a lot of opportunities for left-turns, a 
center turn lane will help relieve the bottleneck in this area.  The road is wide enough to re stripe 
the road to add the lane. 
  

Continue to move the Mixmaster project forward:  I have been told that there is no funding for the 
Mixmaster (I-84 & Route 8) after the current study is completed.  Considering that the current 
layout is not up to current design factors and the abundance of left exits, more monies should be 
acquired to move this project forward as fast as possible as it could renew the city of Waterbury 
and surrounding towns. 
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Widen Rubber Ave between Pond St & Route 63 for left-turns: This part of Rubber Ave is narrow 
and traffic backs up when somebody makes a left -turn into a business such as Friendly’s.  
Widening the road to accommodate left -turn lanes would alleviate traffic in this short and narrow 

section of road. 
 
Please let me know if my comments will be considered or not.  I will be happy to talk to anyone 
about these ideas.

October 20, 2009 Public Meeting 

 
PUBLIC MEETING COMMENTS 

 
Attendance:  Rose Etuka, John Rorrio, Robbin Cabelus, Maribeth Wojenksi, ConnDOT; Herman Schuler, 
Town of Oxford; Roy Cavanaugh, Town of Watertown; Peter Dorpalen, Joe Perrelli, Jeffrey Cormier; 
COGCNV. 
 
 
Oxford Economic Development Director and Regional Planning Commission 
representative, Herman Schuler expressed the town’s desire to pursue an upgrade in 
functional classification at Great Hill Road. The road is currently classified as a local 
road, but the town is interested in upgrading it to a Collector Road, since new 
developments have caused an increase in traffic along the roadway. COGCNV and 
ConnDOT staff reviewed the road in early 2008 and did not recommend upgrading the 
functional classification. 
 
Mr. Schuler also discussed issues with development in town and the requirements made 
on developers by the State Traffic Commission (STC). When traffic on state roads is 
impacted by a development project, the STC reviews the plans and requires capacity 
upgrades to alleviate the associated increase in traffic. Mr. Schuler pointed out a number 
of obstacles in the STC process that have caused projects in the vicinity of Waterbury-
Oxford Airport to be delayed while waiting for improvements required of other 
developers. The town is interested in proposing projects of regional economic 
significance if transportation funding becomes available. 
 
Director of Public Works, Roy Cavanaugh, asked about the future of the Surface 
Transportation Program-Other Urban (STP-U), which currently brings around $2.5 
million to the region annually for highway upgrades. He noted that the STP-U program 
has no projects listed for 2013. COGCNV staff explained that the projects in the TIP will 
be financed over a few years and are likely to take up the region’s allocation from 2010-
13. There is also a great deal of uncertainty over the future of the funding program until 
Congress drafts a new transportation bill. 
 
Mr. Cavanaugh brought up the need for safety and capacity improvements on Bunker Hill 
Road west of Straits Tpke/Route 63. New developments in the area have contributed to 
increased traffic volume on the roadway. 
 
Mr. Cavanaugh also asked about the status of the I-84/Route 8 interchange project. Peter 
Dorpalen replied that the project is planned for the long term.  ConnDOT’s engineering 
of the interchange still has to be completed and an environmental impact study has to be 
done before project design can begin.  Funding to cover the estimated $2-3 billion price 
tag has not been identified.  
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
